» Cotton glace in shade 741 ‘poppy’, and 812 ‘ivifair 3mm needles
« 4ply cotton shade 132 ‘bloom’ and 135 ‘fennel’You can also knit the strawberries in red or green
« 4ply soft shade 374 ‘honk’ and 367 ‘leafy’ DK yarn using 4mm needles, for a bigger straw-

berry!

Cotton glace in shade 741 ‘poppy’, and 812 ‘ivy’ You can also knit the strawberries in DK yarn using
4ply cotton shade 132 ‘bloom’ and 135 ‘fennel’ 4mm needles, for a bigger strawberry!

4ply soft shade 374 ‘honk’ and 367 ‘leafy’

Cashcotton 4 ply shades 920 ‘red hot’ and shade 914

Tea cosy

Cast on 40sts using 4mm needles and cream Pima
cotton yarn. Work 12 rows in stocking stitch.

Then work from the chart A for 8 rows, placing
11sts 6 stitches in from edge of right hand side of
knitting, and knitting surrounding stitches in area
stocking stitch.

Chart A

Shape top

Row 1: (k4, skpo) three times, (kspo, k4) three
times

Row 2, 4 and 6, purl

Row 3: k4, (skpo, k3) twice, skpo, k2, (kspo, k4)
three times

Row 5: k4, (skpo, k2) twice, skpo, kspo, (k2, kspo)
twice, k4

Work four rows in stocking stitch in cream.

Cast off, knitting 2sts together at beginning and
end of row.

Abbreviations:

k2tog=knit 2 sts together

Kspo=knit one, slip back onto left hand needle spghe next
stitch from left hand needle over, slip back onghtrhand
needle

skpo=slip one, knit one, pass slipped stitch over
